This year the Pooram season commences on 13" April
2024 and culminates on 20" of April. The days of the
: festivities are on 19* and 20*" of April. A sample display of fire
~works will be conducted on 17" of April and an exhibition of elephant
accoutrements will take place on 17% and 18" of April. The main fire
works display will be completed before sunrise on 20™ of April.

Processions of caparisoned elephants, enchanting percussion ensembles
like Panchavadyam and Pandimelam and a colourful display of dazzling
fireworks, are the main features of Thrissur Pooram.

The Divine Durbar which will be held during the evening hours of 19
April on the ramparts of the Southern Gopuram of the
Sree Vadakkunnathan Temple, at which the 15 each strong arrays of
decorated elephants of Thiruvambady and Paramekkavu, stand face to
face, 100 meters apart, amidst an ocean of humanity and the siliken
parasols atop of the elephants would be changed minute after minute,
colour after colour, in quick succession, the peacock feather fans held
aloft and the yak tail bunches waved to the tune of the accompanying
orchestra is a scene which no one can witness or replicate anywhere else
in the world.

More than two centuries ago, the then ruler of the erstwhile Cochin
State, H. H. Ramavarma, known popularly as Sakthan Thampuran,
choreographed Thrissur Pooram. Though 10 temples are taking part in
the festival, Pooram is mainly the show of the 2 major participants - the
Thiruvambady and Paramekkavu temples to stage this colourful
extravaganza.

We record and express our gratefulness unto you for all what you have
been to Thrissur Pooram in the past. We request you to kindly extend
your benevolence and co-operation this year also to the cause of
pooram, the pride & prestige of Thrissur. It is an event which fosters
inter-religious co-operation and communal harmony at the Cultural
Capital of Kerala.
